Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps students at St. Amant High School are planning a Christmas project to benefit St. Amant graduates serving abroad.

Their first step is to find all the grads who are serving in the military abroad on active duty.

“I know of most of the ones from the last six years or so,” said Capt. Dennis Beaver, Naval Science Instructor, “But I know there may be others who graduated earlier.”

The plans are to send care packages to soldiers.

The packages will include nonperishable items that soldiers don’t have ready access to when they are serving abroad.

Beaver said the most-common items he hears requested include local food items, such Tony Chachere’s seasoning or hot sauce.

The packages will also include a letter thanking them for their military service.

Getting the Christmas boxes ready for the troops and shipping them will be the last — and easiest — phase of this service project.

Right now is the hardest part, he said, which is trying to identify graduates who are on active duty abroad.

“We don’t want to miss any St. Amant graduates, so we’re hoping the community can help us find everybody,” Beaver said.
