1. Gather work samples to examine evidence of student learning through a formative check that you administered.

2. What would an exemplary response look like? (Decide together as a group and get it in writing)

3. Sift through responses. In general, what does the student work tell us? What do we see? What is noticeably missing in their work?

4. What thought processes would students have to engage in to reach that answer?

5. How did we provide activities/questions throughout the unit to stimulate that specific kind of thought process? Have we modeled that kind of thinking so students know what it looks like in our content area (making the invisible processes visible to them)?

6. Review the lessons leading up to this formative check. What worked? What didn’t? How can we adjust instruction to be more effective?

7. Stack student work according to responses (i.e., low, middle, high) and look for trends and characteristics. What are common misconceptions or deficiencies?

8. Develop a plan to address specific needs for these students AND for instruction next go-round.
